SCHOOL OF ADVANCED STUDY (SAS) STUDENTSHIPS
and
ARTS AND HUMANITIES RESEARCH COUNCIL (AHRC) STUDENTSHIPS

The School of Advanced Study, University of London, is offering postgraduate Studentships, commencing October 2011, at Masters and Doctoral level in the humanities and social sciences. 


AHRC STUDENTSHIPS 
The School is offering Studentships under the Arts and Humanities Research Council (AHRC) Block Grant Partnership (BGP) Scheme. Only certain subject areas within SAS are eligible for AHRC Studentships. The School is offering awards, commencing October 2011, in the following three subject areas:
· Cultural Studies 
· History 
· History of Art 
Mode of study. AHRC Studentships may be awarded for full-time or part-time study. 

Residency.  Those meeting UK residency criteria are eligible to apply for a full Studentship, which covers fees and maintenance allowance (see below for details).  EU nationals resident in the EU/EEA are eligible for a fees-only studentship. Overseas students are not normally eligible for AHRC funding. 

Timing. Students about to commence their second year of doctoral study are eligible to apply for AHRC Studentships.

Previous postgraduate qualifications.  A student cannot apply for an AHRC Masters Studentship if they already hold a postgraduate qualification (such as a PGDip or another Masters), unless they can make a case in their application for a change in career path; and are not able to apply for an AHRC Masters Studentship if they already hold a doctoral degree.

Other AHRC Studentship applications. Please let the School know if you have made an AHRC Studentship application to another university or universities. This is permissible at application stage, but the AHRC will allow only one final nomination per student. So if you are offered more than one AHRC studentship place by different institutions, you will need to choose which one to accept before your nomination form is submitted to the AHRC.

SCHOOL OF ADVANCED STUDY (SAS) STUDENTSHIPS 

The School of Advanced Study (SAS) offers Studentships for doctoral degree study (MPhil/PhD) in any of the School’s humanities and social science disciplines. It is expected that in 2011-12 up to two SAS Doctoral Studentships will be awarded. The School reserves the right to vary this without notice, and to make no award if it considers this appropriate.

Mode of study. SAS Studentships may be for full-time or part-time study.

Residency criteria. SAS Studentships may be awarded to Home/EU or Overseas students. Students assessed for fees at the Overseas rate will be required to pay the difference between the Home/EU fee as above and the overseas fee charged by the Institute where the student is registered. 

Timing. SAS Studentships are offered to students about to commence their first year of study only.


AMOUNT OF AWARD
Both AHRC and SAS Studentships are funded at the full UK Research Council rate for London-based students. In addition to fees, the rates for maintenance in 2010-11 are given below as a guide:
· Research (doctoral) students: £15,590 full-time and £9,355 part-time 
· Master's degree students: £11,490 full-time and £5745 part-time
It is not at present clear whether this will increase or remain the same for 2011-12. 

APPLICATION PROCESS AND DEADLINES

Eligible students can apply for AHRC and SAS studentships using  the single combined application form. Application forms must be completed and submitted electronically, as specified below. 
Applicants for both AHRC Studentships and SAS Doctoral Studentships must complete and return the form by 5.00 pm on Wednesday 27 April 2011. If applicants miss this deadline they will not be eligible to be put forward for AHRC or SAS funding. 
Please note that only applications from those who have already been offered and have accepted a place from the Institute at which they wish to study will be accepted; and that Institutes will have an earlier deadline for the receipt of course application forms. 

DECISIONS ON AWARDS

Institutes will forward applications recommended for an award to a nominations panel. The primary criterion will be academic merit. The decision of the School will be final.

Applicants who have been nominated for an AHRC or a SAS Studentship will be notified by the School in late May or early June 2011. Applicants who are on the reserve list will be advised of this and will be informed as soon as possible if funds become available. It may be that such notification cannot be made until close to the start of the academic term.
